
AQUATIC CENTER RULES 
• In case of an emergency, dial 911.  
• All patrons must take a shower before entering the pool. 
• No running, boisterous or rough play in pool area.   
• Any person under the influence of alcohol or drugs is prohibited from 

entering the pool. 
• Persons with skin, eye ear or respiratory infections are prohibited from 

entering the pool.  
• People with open lesions or wounds are prohibited from entering the 

pool.   
• Persons under the age of 14 must not be in pool without adult 

supervision.     
• No pets other than service animals, will be allowed in the pool enclosure.  
• No glass allowed in the pool or on the deck. 
• No food or beverages are allowed in the pool / pool enclosure.  No gum.   
• Alcoholic beverages are prohibited.  
• No charcoal / gas grills are allowed in the Aquatic Complex. 
• No smoking is allowed in the pool area.   
• Bathers must wear appropriate swim attire.  Street clothes and shoes are 

not allowed in the water.   
• Any child not potty trained, must wear snug fitting plastic pants or a 

water-resistant swim diaper.   
• Management has the right to ask any patron to leave for non-compliance 

with the above rules.   
• The maximum number of swimmers allowed in the pool is 216. 
• All balloons must be secured.  Balloon release is prohibited.   
• A first aid kit is located at the Ticket Office (Entrance). 
• Automated External Defibrillator (AED) is located at the Ticket Office 

(Entrance).
